How will I report continuing education to the Board? BOARD MEETING DATES

All meetings are held at the S.C.
Department of Labor, Licensing and
Regulation, 110 Centerview Drive,
Columbia, SC and begin at 10 a.m.
0 August 1,2012
0 October 17,2012

Licensees will verify that they will meet the 10 hour continuing
education requirement by January 31, 2013, when completing the
license renewal form. Audits will be performed after license renewals
are complete, and instructions for submitting documentation will be
sent to individuals selected for audit. Please do not send continuing
education documentation to the Board unless you receive
notification indicating you were selected for an audit.

Where do I find courses to meet this requirement?

The SC Code of Regulations, Section 76-6 gives details on courses and activities that will fulfill this requirement.
Examples of acceptable courses include:

e Courses approved by the Landscape Architecture Continuing Education System (LA CES). You can find courses on
its website at http://laces.asla.org .

e Courses organized, sponsored or approved by the American Society of Landscape Architects (ASLA) on a national
level or through any state chapter.

e Courses organized, sponsored or approved by the Council of Landscape Architectural Examiners (CLARB).

e Technical presentations, workshops or seminars on landscape architectural subjects which are provided by
independent sponsorers or held in conjunction with colleges, universities, conventions or seminars.

e Participation in public service activities that draw upon landscape architectural expertise.

e Authoring papers, articles or books.

e Participating in or attending individual seminars, tutorials or video courses (this includes webinars).

e Teaching or taking landscape architectural courses.

Can I contact the Board to verify that a course will count toward the continuing education requirement?

No. The Board does not pre-approve courses for continuing education, so staff will not be able to indicate if a course will
count. It is the responsibility of the licensee to take courses that are relevant to professional development or health,
safety and welfare topics in the area of landscape architecture, and to verify that these courses qualify if selected for an
audit.

What if a course is disapproved?

Licensees will have 180 calendar days after the date of notification to substantiate the original claim or to earn other
continuing education activities to make up for the disallowed hours.

What kind of documentation will be required?

Acceptable documentation includes course completion certificates, agendas or other documents that list the course
title, content, and number of hours awarded upon completing the course.

How far back will you accept courses?

We will accept hours earned from February 1, 2011 — January 31, 2013.

Can I apply courses that I took out of state toward the SC requirement?

Yes. Courses taken in other states can also be applied to the SC continuing education requirement.
Are there exemptions for completing continuing education?

Yes, there are four exemptions for continuing education:

1. Anew licensee is exempt for his/her first reporting period, not to exceed two years. This means that anybody
renewing for the first time on January 31, 2013, will not have to report continuing education for the 2013
renewal period.

2. Alicensee serving on temporary active duty in the armed forces of the United States for a period of time
exceeding 120 days in a year. Documentation may be required to substantiate this claim.

3. Alicensee experiencing physical disability, illness, or other extenuating circumstances as reviewed and approved
by the Board. Documentation may be required to substantiate this claim.

4. Licensees approved for Emeritus Status.

What if I don’t meet the continuing education requirement?

Failure to fulfill the continuing education requirement or to reply to an audit will be considered a violation of the
Landscape Architectural Licensure Law and will be subject to disciplinary action.

Changes to the Landscape Architect Registration Exam (LARE)

The Landscape Architect Registration Exam (LARE) will change to a new format and computer based testing beginning
with the September 2012 administration. The new exam will consist of 4 sections:

Section 1 — Project and Construction Administration
Section 2 — Inventory and Analysis
Section 3 — Design

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Section 4 — Grading, Drainage and Construction Documentation

The September 2012 L.A.R.E. administration will take place September 10-22 and will offer Section 1 and Section 2. The
December 2012 L.A.R.E. administration will take place December 3-15, 2012 and will offer Section 3 and Section 4. All
examinations will be administered through Pearson VUE testing centers. L.A.R.E. resources for the new examination are
available online at www.clarb.org/Candidates/Pages/PreparefortheExam.aspx .

SC exam candidates must still pre-register with the Board before they will be allowed to take any sections of the
L.A.R.E. In order to pre-register, new exam candidates will need to take the following steps:

e All candidates are required to start a Council Record with the Council of Landscape Architectural Examiners
(CLARB) to take the exam. To establish a Council Record, visit
https://www.clarb.org/LandscapeArchitects/StartMyRecord/Pages/default.aspx .

Once the Council Record is complete:

e Contact CLARB and request that the record be transmitted to the SC Board of Landscape Architectural
Examiners.

e Complete the SC Board of Landscape Architectural Examiners application posted online at
http://www.llronline.com/POL/LandscapeArchitect/PDF/Applications/Exam%20Application.pdf .

e Submit 2 additional references that are not on the CLARB Council Record. (the SC Board requires a total of 5
references and will accept the 3 references on the CLARB Record.) A reference form is available to send to
references at http://www.llronline.com/POL/LandscapeArchitect/PDF/Applications/LA%20Reference.pdf .

Once the materials are received, the application will be reviewed for addition to the SC Pre-Approved Candidate list for
the examination. Your name must be added to this list before you will be allowed to take any sections of the
examination. Please note that you may be required to appear before the Board for an application hearing to get
qualifying experience approved.

The following chart shows pre-registration application deadlines for the SC Board of Landscape Architectural Examiners
to guarantee application approval before the early registration closes with CLARB:

April February 15

August June 15

Candidates will only go through the pre-approval process once in order to take the examination in South Carolina and
may go to www.clarb.org/Candidates/Pages/Register.aspx to complete registration for the exam.

What is Welfare?

How do you define “welfare?” It’s a cornerstone of emphasis in protecting the environment and general public along
with health and safety, but it’s poorly defined. Licensure of landscape architects in 50 U.S. states and three Canadian
provinces require demonstration of competence through a combination of education, experience and examination, but
how is welfare addressed amongst these components and in the services that landscape architects provide on a day-to-
day basis?

A recent study was performed by ERIN Research for the Council of Landscape Architectural Registration Boards on
landscape architecture and public welfare, with the purpose to develop a holistic, working definition of public welfare
and to show major ways it is impacted by the practice of landscape architecture. You may view an executive summary of
this research online at www.clarb.org/Documents/Welfare-execsummary-public-v1.pdf .

Professional members of the Board must be citizens of the United States, licensed in the State of South Carolina for a
period of at least five years and in positions of responsible charge for a period of at
least three years.

Licensees will need a username and password to
access the system, which is provided on the renewal notice mailed to licensees or can be requested by clicking on “l do
not know my UserlD/Password.”

2013 License Renewals

License renewal notices will be sent to actively licensed individuals and firms in November 2012 when renewals open
for 2013. These notices will contain important information on accessing the online renewal system or submitting the
renewal with a complete paper renewal form and a check. Please ensure that the Board has a current mailing address
and email address on file so you will receive these notices in a timely manner. The Board cannot waive late penalty fees
for any reason, so be sure that you submit complete renewal information on time to avoid the late penalty fees
associated with renewing after the January 31, 2013, deadline. Please contact the Board if you do not receive your
renewal notice by early December.
