Any alleged criminal activity occurring in a
Massage/Bodywork facility or by a Massage/Bodywork licensee should be
immediately reported to law enforcement.

S.C. Massage/Bodywork Panel Initial Complaint Process

If you believe that an individual is practicing Massage/Bodywork without a license or that a Massage/Bodywork licensee
has violated licensing laws and regulations, an initial administrative complaint can be filed with the Massage/Bodywork
Panel for review by a complaint analyst for possible administrative investigation. Again, if there is any suspicion of
criminal activity, this should also be immediately reported to law enforcement for criminal investigation.
